At 9:15 a.m. nine miles southwest of Gibsland on highway 154 Bamthi€lyde were blasted into history as Bonnie still held|her
half-eaten sandwich. Bullets pounded into Clyde’s stolen V-8 Fatdannie screamed like a panther as the two met their deladden in
the brush on top of a hill, six officers-four of them from Teamd two from Louisiana-pumped over a hundred bullets into their caelefor
Bonnie or Clyde could raise a hand, or a gun, in self-defense. bldmtgd Clyde’'s Ford because they were afraid he was abdwtabhgg
way out of the trap set for them.
